This enhancement provides users with more flexibility when dealing with color and size
issues in the apparel industry. It introduces a new way to group styles with several
options such as grouping by size, name, color or any other apparel attributes, and each
style can contain up to 14 items. It also retains MACOLA’s original interface with users
so that they will not feel alienated from the new screen.

Figure 3H.1 displays the setup screen for the Style Group (Apparel) Enhancement. For
those who are not licensed for this function, a window will appear stating Style Group
Enhancement Not Allowed.

Setup Procedures:

1. Select Util setup from the Elliott Main Menu.
2. Select enHancement setup.

3. Select Vertical.

4. Select Style group enhancement.

This option is asking how you would like the picking tickets to be printed. You can
select the print option either by Detailed By Item or Distribute By Style (refer to Figure
3H.2). If you select 1, Detailed By Item, the system will print the picking ticket(s) item
by item. If 2, Distribute By Style, the style items on the picking ticket(s) will be printed
horizontally as in Figure 16-E.

3. Style Items Invoice Printing Option

This option is similar to option 2 above. It serves as an invoice format-printing controller
for the style items (Figure 3H.3). You can choose 1 to print invoices detailed by items,
or 2 to print the invoices distributed by style items. Also, if you select to print invoice
distributed by style items, a popup window will appear prompting you to print invoice
order header (Figure 3H.4). The default value for this option is “N”. Press <Enter> to
accept the default value. If you answer “Y”, an additional window will appear for you to
define the header information, which will be printed on the invoice(s) (Figure 3H.5).

After entering a size code and a designator (you can define up to five), another popup
window will display allowing you to define the position for the sizes to be printed on the
invoice(s). The last option is to print a summary of the invoice by style by choosing 3.
This option provides you with more flexibility in deciding how the invoices should be
printed. Then the invoice printing function will list the style and the total quantities for
all items belonging to that style.

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4. Style Grouping By Size, Color, etc.

This item deals with how a style will be grouped. You may choose any attributes that a
style possesses, but it cannot exceed five characters. Once the grouping attribute is
entered, it will then be used in I/M Maintenance. For instance, if you entered “Color” as
a grouping method, the I/M Maintenance will have the Color Code option shown on the
I/M Enhancement Maintenance sub-menu and will be later used in Style Code File
Maintenance. On the other hand, if you entered “Size”, as the grouping method, the /M
Enhancement Maintenance sub-menu will then correspond to the change in the
Enhancements Setup. Figure 3H.7 reflects the entry for the item in discussion that has
been entered as “Size” (as you may notice in Figure 3H.1).

When
you answer “Y” to this question, a “Description Entry” window will display as shown in
Figure 3H.8. In this window, you can enter the description for the pricing of the style
codes. Later, when you maintain the Style Code File, you can set up the price for each
description of a particular Style Code as shown in Figure 3H.9.

6. Enter Default Item For Add Item?

If you decide to add the style items on the fly and would rather use the default item
settings instead of defining them during the process, answer “Y” to this option as shown
in Figure 3H.1.
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Introduction

This enhancement is especially designed for the apparel industry. It gives you the flexibility
of having a group of styles by size, color or by other variables. Thus, it makes the system more
convenient to keep track of an order, packing, and inventory control. Before we work through
the steps to create a style, we must first discuss how the style will be grouped. You can group
the style by any variable that is needed. If you wish to group the style by size, then field 4.,
Style Grouping By Size, Color...etc., in the Enhancements Setup should be set to "size". This
would result in all reports being printed according to size. How the style is grouped depends
upon what you enter in the Enhancements Setup.

This size group is called IN and its size code
description is "Ladies Narrow". You can recall this size group when they have a style that offers
a narrow size. Now, we can create this group as shown in the following diagrams. The Size
Code Maintenance can be accessed through the Inventory Management Menu.

We went back and made N100-8.5 a style item. Now, we can use this
item for the style.

You also have the flexibility of changing and deleting any style code. This enhancement offers
two kinds of reports. The first report is a simple list of all the items for a style. This kind of
report uses the conventional format to display information such as style code, description, items,
and quantities (Please refer to Figure 16-B for sample report). The second report is the stock
status report. It lists the total quantities for that style and the quantities for each size of that style
on the same line. This makes it easier to look through for stock checking (Figure 16-C is an
example of a stock status report). Another option you have is the "Reset" option. This option
protects you from giving the same item two different styles. The report that is generated from
this option will indicate which items are being used for one or more style codes.

Option 2 displays the item and the quantity for
a particular style horizontally (Figure 16-H is the invoice
distributed by style). Option 3 gives the total quantity for
a particular style (Figure 16-I is the invoice summarized
by style).

Note: If you had chosen to group style by color, you could follow the same steps above. The
only differences are (1) the flag for style grouping must be set to "color" in the Enhancements
Setup, and (2) Color Code Maintenance enhancement is used. The reports generated will have
headings related to color instead of size. This holds true for any other variable that you decide
for style grouping.

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Pricing Table For The Styles

The design of the pricing table in this enhancement simplifies the MACOLA original
pricing methodology to make it more suitable for the style concept in the apparel
industry. The sole difference between them is that this pricing table is only applicable to
the style items rather than the regular line items. Therefore, once the flag for the use of
the pricing table (please refer to the chapter Enhancements Setup) is turned on, the table
for each style will then be available. In this documentation, the application of this pricing
table will be presented by an example of a shirt manufacturer with the embroidery
process.

Most of the shirt manufacturers have add-on products on clothing, such as an embroidery
or a screen-printing. These products usually have standard prices as far as the sizes of
patterns or the number of colors is concerned. You can set up the standard descriptions in
the Enhancements Setup, and then utilize them in the table to set up the prices for the
different styles. Once the pricing table for each style is created, you can select the prices
according to the add-ons on clothing.

For instance, you can set up the descriptions for different patterns of embroidery along
with regular and special color handling in the table. He/she can access this table setup
option through Util Setup > Enhancement Setup > System -> Style group
enhancement = 5. Enter Maintenance Style Code Price? Answer “Y” to Question 5, and
then the Description Entry window will pop up on the screen. You may refer to the
chapter Enhancements Setup, page ii-6, Figures 3H.8 - 3H.9 to see what the screen
looks like and how it works.

Note: In the Description Entry setup, you are allowed to use only the ENTER key and
DOWN-ARROW key. DO NOT PRESS THE ESC KEY.

When you turn on the flag for the use of the pricing table in the Enhancements Setup, the
table associating with each style will be activated as well. If you are using this table for
the first time, you have to go through the setup procedures for different levels of prices.
Select /M - Maintenance = I/M Enhancement Maintenance - Maintenance = Style
Code File > Change, and then press ENTER at Field Number? to have Price Entry
window be popped up on the screen as indicated in Figure 16-J. You can then proceed
with the price entry for different levels. There are two things that you need to keep in
mind:
(1) The price for each level should include the selling prices of the shirt and the
embroidery.
(2) At the Change Price? question, you should enter digits to indicate which level
of price that he/she would like to change as in Figure 16-K.

After the table is built, attaching to the Style Codes, the Price List Selection window will
be displayed at the Unit Price field of the Order Line Item screen. You have to make sure
that the Line Item you selected is a Style Item, otherwise, the price window will not be
displayed. Figure 16-L shows how the Price List Selection window is displayed after the
cursor is moved to the Unit Price field.

For
an item with 10 different sizes, the Order Inquiry screen could be very lengthy. With
another Standard Enhancement entitled Available to Promise by Date (Merged Open
Orders Processing) installed, the inquiry screen can be very concise, and you are able to
check the item availability and order information at one glance. You may refer to chapter
5 for more details regarding Available to Promise by Date (Merged Open Orders
Processing) Enhancement in the Standard Enhancement Manual.

In order to utilize this tool to inquire about an order, you have to select COP - Inquiry—>
Enh COP Inquiry=> Inquiry = Merged Orders By Item. On the header screen, you have
to enter a Style Item first as indicated in Figure 16-M.
